In October 2009, Dr Neil Brooks was invited to Austin,
Texas to be honoured by the North American Brain Injury
Society (NABIS) with their prestigious Legends Award.

The award was given in recognition of Dr Brooks' early
work with the neurosurgical research team at the
University of Glasgow, his papers on the natural history
of psychosocial and behavioural symptomatology after
traumatic brain injury, and his subsequent pioneering
work in the development of case management, and
medicolegal practice.

In addition to being presented with the award,

Dr Brooks was invited to present two papers at the joint
meeting of NABIS’ 7th Annual Conference, and 22nd
Annual Conference on legal issues in brain injury.

In the first talk, Dr Brooks illustrated the place of Rehab
Without Walls within the British Neurorehabilitation
scene, outlining the ways in which Rehab Without Walls
maintained quality, by addressing the “deadly sins of
rehabilitation”.
